This consists of 2 or 3 discrete courses for which students co-register. It represents curricular coherence and integrative content strategies, or methodologies. Faculty involved will work together to coordinate syllabi and/or assignments, but continue to individually teach their own course.  There will be no classroom overlap activity.  Faculty and staff work intentionally to build community and foster connections.

 Sequential Classes

The same group of students is required to enroll over several quarters.  May be taught in a variety of formats (lectures, labs, workshops, and seminars). The faculty involved will determine the  thematic concerns for the entire coordinated studies offering.  This requires careful design of both the curricular and social environment to sustain community and curricular connections over time.  There will be no classroom overlap activity.

Two or three classes taught as an integrated program, usually organized around a driving theme or question.  Faculty have intensive immersion in interrelated topics and work closely together to learn from one another.  There will be  overlap activities between classes in which two or more faculty teach class at the same time.  Overlaps must be built into the normal classroom time.

Two or more unmodified classes in which a seminar or special project is arranged around a topical interest  (organized around a major, topical interest, or interdisciplinary theme).  Faculty will plan and offer the seminar experience.

Groups of students presently involved in a cohort are offered enrichment activities outside the classroom.  Faculty will be responsible for planning and implementing these experiences.
