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	COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

This course provides both theoretical basis and practical instruction to speaking effectively in public.  Areas covered include; topic selection, audience analysis, speech preparation and organization, support of speeches with credible research, strategic and creative language use, effective listening and delivery skills, and common types of public speeches.
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	RATIONALE:  

The primary purpose of this course is to introduce students to the skills of public speaking, which include clear and critical thought, ethical standards of speech, and adaptation to the audience, and to give them numerous opportunities to practice these skills in a non-threatening environment.
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	COURSE OBJECTIVES:  

Upon Completion of the course, the student will be able to: 

1. Define the role of the public speaker in relationship to the audience, the content of the speech, and the purpose of the speech, and gain appreciation for the theoretical history of public speaking.

2. Describe and participate in the process of preparing a speech.

3. Identify and perform the skills necessary for effective public speaking and effective listening.

4. Demonstrate the importance of language, voice, gestures, and visual aids in an effective presentation.

5. Illustrate through public speaking the ability to share information and increase audience understanding about a chosen topic.

6. Illustrate through public speaking the principles and skills of persuasive speaking.

7. Achieve increased awareness of public communication and its relationship with society from the roles of speaker and consumer.
